         Official Grand Prix Rules
· Cars raced in previous years are not eligible.  All participating cars must be built specifically for this race.

· All racers must use the axles, wheels and wood supplied in the church kit.  Additional features (windshields, weight, decals, drivers, trim, etc.) can be added.
· The maximum allowable weight is 5 ounces.

· The maximum length is 7 inches.  
· The maximum width is 2 ¾  inches. The distance between the wheels (side to side) cannot be less than 1 ¾ inches or the car will not fit on the track.   
· The maximum height is 4 inches.  (This is a change from last year)
· The chassis should not be lower than 3/8 of an inch from the ground to avoid scraping on the lane strips.

· The car number should be placed somewhere on the car that is visible when the car is on the track.  Numbers can be added with paint or decals.
· The bottom of the car (front 2-3 inches) must be painted black to aid the timer sensors.

· Starting devices are prohibited.  Car must be freewheeling.

· At the start of a race, the entire car must be staged behind the starting pin.  No part of the car should extend over the top of the starting pin.  We recommend that the front of the car be at least 3/4" wide to allow proper positioning.
· No loose material of any kind, such as lead shot, simulated cargo, or unsecured objects may be used.

· Car must pass inspection by the Awana Grand Prix Inspector(s) to insure the car meets all specifications.

· Once a car has been officially weighed in it will only be handled by the Race Officials.

HINT: Keep this in mind when selecting to use a lubricant, or not, and what type of lubricant.  Know that some lubricants actually degrade in performance after several runs on the track.

DESIGN – The instructions are meant as a guide only.  There are no     limits to design or shape as long as size and weight requirements are not exceeded.

CHASSIS – Any means can be used to shape the car including whittling, sawing, carving or sanding, etc.
LUBRICATION – Any light liquid lubricant or powdered graphite may be used on the axles.   This is very important - Wipe off excess lubricant to keep the track clean and dry.  It is imperative that the track stay free of lubricant.   Any car with lubricant residue that will harm the track, as dictated by the race inspector(s), will be disqualified.             
AXLES & WHEELS – Axles must be mounted straight, and wheels must be aligned properly.  Axles do not have to be mounted in the slots provided.  Wheels can be cambered (angled to be closer together at the bottom than at the top) or inserted at any location or angle.  If the slots are used, tap the axles in gently with a hammer.  Use a drop of glue to secure them in place.   Wheel bearings, bushings, washer and springs are prohibited relating to the axles and wheels.  
Wheels must retain their original width and diameter.  Rough edges may be removed.

WEIGHT -  The maximum allowable weight is 5 ounces.  There is no minimum weight.  If cars are lighter than desired, weight maybe added by drilling a hole or holes on the underside and filling with melted lead or other weight. (Make sure additional weights are secure and do not violate the 3/8 inch clearance requirement.)
